Only such quantities as are required by the Department during
the contractual period will be ordered.

Bid Deadlines: All Requests for Fax Quotes must be received by 2:00 P.M. on Date Bid Due as shown on bid form. Bidsreceived after
2:00 P.M . will not be accepted.

Bid Opening: Bids may be examined within 72 hours after bid opening. Information pertaining to completed files may be secured by
visiting the Department during normal working hours. Written bid tabulations will not be furnished.

Award: The Department reserves the right to award items separately, by groups or on overall low bid basis to the lowest responsible and
responsive bidder meeting the requirements and criteria set forth in the Invitation to Bid, taking into consideration the best interest of the
Department. Award will be made without discrimination on grounds of race, color, or national origin. Minority business enterprises will
be afforded full opportunity to submit bids.

TieBids: In state vendors shall be given preferencesin the case of tie bids.

Cancellation of Award: The Department reserves the right to cancel any contract, in accordance with purchasing rules and regulations,
